The Dunham Teacher Certification Workshop is designed
for dance teachers/educators who wish to become certified
Dunham Technique teachers. The curriculum covers
technique, pedagogy, history and theory. This artist/scholar
program is an exciting and rigorous process. Dancers
engage in a yearly hybrid process which includes 5 months
of online classes and a week-long in-person workshop in
the summer, followed by our one week Dunham Technique
Intensive. For those on the certification path, the Intensive
is a crucial opportunity toward embodiment of the
technique. For this reason, we encourage those attending
the Certification Workshop to also attend the Intensive. The
program usually requires 3 to 4 years to complete all course
work and an additional 1-2 years to fully develop the
culminating portfolio and the teaching practicum.
